
After the introductory title (1:1), the book of Micah consists of 
three cycles of God’s judgement against his people, including 
the evidence cited for the indictments, before turning to the 
promise of future hope. Each cycle is introduced by the refrain 
to “hear” the word of God (1:2, 3:1 and repeated in 3:9, 6:1).
